Please keep this for future reference.

Supplies   The supplies this year will be used and shared by everyone so there is no need to label them with your child’s name (except for rest supplies and 3 ring binder).  I am asking that you send in the following supplies to be kept and used as needed during the year.  

· 2 inch- 3 ring binder with a clear plastic pocket on the front cover (Please write child’s name on inside cover.)

· 6 boxes of 8 small crayons (Preferably Crayola)

· One box of Crayola skinny markers

· Two sharpened #2 pencils

· One regular sized bottle of white glue 

· Boys – 1 container of Clorox wipes
· Girls- 1 roll of paper towels

· 1 box of tissues  

· For rest time, your child will need either a tri-fold nap mat or a regular sized beach towel to lie on.  You can usually find rest mats at Walmart, Target, or Amazon.com.  They are often called a “kindermat” and cost between $15.00 and $20.00.  The size that works best for our storage area is the 19” wide and 45” long.  

· You may also want to provide a very small travel size pillow and small blanket.  Please label all the rest time supplies with your child’s name.

· Large backpack (preferably without wheels) 

· Sturdy two-pocket folder to be kept in your child’s backpack for daily notes and papers.
Please check your child’s backpack and folder at home daily and return it the following day. 
· We also need a few containers of play dough.  If you are able to supply any of that we would appreciate it.

The children do not need pencil boxes; we will be sharing our supplies.  
Portfolios   At the end of the school year each child will receive a portfolio filled with work samples, assessments, and pictures that I have collected throughout the school year.  It will be a wonderful memory book for your child.  I am asking that each family donate $5.00 to help cover the cost of the portfolio supplies, and picture developing.  Please let me know if you are unable to cover this cost.  We will create a portfolio for all children regardless of the ability to cover the cost.
Money   No money should be brought to school unless it is for something specific; such as a book order, school pictures or lunch money.  When sending money, please place it in an envelope labeled with your child’s name, the amount, and its purpose.

After School Changes   Please send a note if you are going to pick up your child, have them get off the bus at a different stop, or have made any arrangements that differ from the usual after school routine.  Unless we have a note from you, your child will ride his/her regular bus.
Absences   If your child is going to be absent you need to call the elementary office.  Please call no later than 9:00 a.m. if at all possible.  The number is (734)529-7044 ext. 1.

Snacks   We will have a snack time every afternoon.  Each child will need to bring in his/her own healthy snack everyday.  These will be kept in your child’s backpack until snack time.  I have found that the small zipper pockets on the front or sides of backpacks are the perfect “snack storage pockets”.  Popular snacks include; crackers, popcorn, pretzels, raisins, and fresh fruits or vegetables.  Simple snacks that are neat and easy to serve and clean up are greatly appreciated.  
Birthday Snacks   Children celebrating a birthday generally like to bring in a special treat to share with the whole class.  As your child’s birthday approaches please let me know if you will be sending in a treat and what day you would like to send it.  Children with summer birthdays will celebrate in May or June.

Recess   We will go outside for recess everyday, please make sure your child is dressed appropriately.  We will go out even in the snowy weather.  In order to foster independence, select coats and shoes/boots your child can handle with the least amount of assistance from adults.  Please put names on outerwear.

I know that this is a lot to remember and think about in all the excitement of starting school.  Hopefully this information will make things easier for everyone.  If your child is going to bring supplies to school, please stick with the items on the list.  I have found that the items mentioned work the best and are the easiest for our classroom.
